Hello Cursillo Family -

We had a great work day in May with around 25 cursillistas who volunteered
most of their day to do some things at the retreat center to benefit the entire family.
All of the air conditioners have been checked and cleaned for the upcoming “hot”
season; our new store room is being painted; the copy machine room was cleaned
and made more user friendly; the closet in the vestibule was cleaned with many
things removed to allow for better organization; and, the pews in the main chapel
were all washed.
