Last December my daughter, Julie, graduated from college. At the commence-
ment the speaker asked how many people remembered who spoke at their graduation
and then what they said. Well, you can imagine not many hands were raised. Consid-
ering I have a hard time remembering who I talked to yesterday, I was not surprised.
Well, the fact that the speaker asked that question helped me remember him. The other
day I ran across a quote from his speech on a piece of paper which was how I remem-
bered at least one thing he said. This is the quote - “You make a living by what you
get. You make a life by what you give.” I guess he was saying that a college education
gives you options on how you take care of yourself but it’s not living unless you are
giving!
