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Area Representatives and
Their Role in the Cursillo Community

Over 50 Area Representatives recently met at the Retreat Center in Quincy to learn
more about their roles and what they can do to facilitate better communication and in-
volvement within their local Cursillo communities. Each parish or town is eligible to have
one representative and one assistant that is chosen by the local Ultreya and submitted to
the Lay Director and Board for approval.

Your Area Representaive acts as a liaison between your parish or area and the Board.
They are encouraged to attend all Board meetings when possible. In their local communi-
ties, they should be in contact with their pastors and keep an active list of who has made
Cursillo and who is in Group Reunions.

It is also the responsibility of the Area Representative to maintain contact with spon-
sors when they have candidates to help answer any questions and to handle post-Cursillo
activities, ultreya’s and assist in getting Cursillistas in Group Reunions. Your Area Rep-
resentative also maintains a supply of both candidate and team applications and Cursillo
brochures.

Help them help you
stay informed. They are your resource if you have questions. If your parish or area is
